RULES FOR PONY SHOW EXHIBITORS
1. Stalls may be limited depending on number of ponies entered. We will try to accommodate exhibitors
whenever possible. Exhibitors will be notified if the number of stalls requested is not available. No more than

four (4)stalls per family. Assignment will be made by the Superintendent.
2. Youth exhibitors must be able to handle their pony and take directions from the judge. Pee Wee Exhibitors

may be assisted by parents or adults (General Rules).
3. In performance classes the exhibitor must know the pattern and be able to perform without assistance. In

barrels, poles & ball race exhibitors must be able to trot their ponies through pattern. If exhibitor breaks the
pattern they will be disqualified. (No reruns because of time constraints)
4. No more than 2 entries by one exhibitor in each class (General Rules)

5. Foals will not be allowed to follow mares in for classes. Foal must have a halter and be led.
6. Registration is final. No changes may be made except for deletions after it has been received by White

County Fair. No substitutions without a letter from a Vet and must be approved by the Superintendent.
7. Ponies must be owned and be in possession of the exhibitor at least 30 days prior to opening day of the fair.
No borrowing or lending of ponies will be allowed.
